Bocce an Ageless Game








History of Bocce in Italy








How to Play


This ancient game, whose modern adaptation closely resembles bowling, requires skill strategy and just a little luck. Bocce ball is a great game to play outside on a beautiful day. 


Divide into two teams, with one,two or four players each. The starting team first throws a small ball, or “pallino” in italian, towards the opposite end of the playing surface. Then the player throws a large ball or “boccia’, trying to get it as close to the pallino as possible without touching it. The opposing team tries to get closer then the starting team and so on. The team with closest ball gains points for each of its balls that are closer then the other team’s. You play until a total of 16 points is gained by your team.
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
